‘Tomlin Passes Away

Ray Tomlin, long-time CRC member,
died on July 26th with graveside services at
Fort Logan Cemetary. Dick Hagrman and [
represented the club at the services.

Born in 1918 in Achille, Oklahoma, Ray
is survived by his wife Dorrell, one son
Dave, a daughter Rebecca Detweiller, and
four grand-children.

Ray and son Dave have been active in
the CRC since the beginning. They both
were regular attenders at club meetings,
vigorous participants in club activities and
shows, and often volunteered for extra duties.

One of the things I remember about Ray
was his friendliness. At my first CRC
meeting, the two people who made me feel
most welcome where Ray and his son.

Dave shares a couple of rememberances
about his Dad and radios. During the
depression, Ray worked at a drug store in

Durant, Oklahoma. While manning the
soda fountain, he would listen to the radio--
a Philco Jr. In 1934 when Dorrell and he
were married, Ray had a Majestic "Charlie
McCarthy". Dorrell didn’t think it was
suitable for a young married couple, so Ray
traded it for a more "proper” one--a Stewart
Warner. As years went by, he regretted that
trade.

In addition to collecting radios, Ray was
interested in clocks and watches.

It was the wish of the family that in
place of flowers, donations be made to the
American Cancer Society.
